PUBLICATION OF AVN157 – UNMANNED AIRCRAFT INSURANCE POLICY


On 29 September 2025, the AICG published the Unmanned Aircraft Insurance Policy (AVN157) and accompanying optional endorsements (AVN158 -166) designed for consumer risks. 

In Consultation Draft 68, it was noted that AICG had received a request from a market participant to consider producing a model wording for consumer drone risks. Examples had been identified where amendments were made to existing AVN wordings seeking to accommodate drones. As such, it was suggested that a standalone drone wording would be of value.

The AICG agreed to draft a wording and decided to use the existing AVN146 Unmanned Aircraft Insurance Policy for commercial risks as the basis for the wording. AVN157 has two key coverage sections – ‘Physical Loss of or Damage to Insured Property’ and ‘Legal Liability to Third Parties’. AVN157 includes several attachments which form part of the wording as standard. The AICG has also made available a set of optional endorsements, which will be published as separate AVN clauses alongside AVN157. These are specifically designed for use with AVN157. The list of AVNs should be noted as follows:

· Unauthorised Use (Theft Only) (AVN158)
· Breach of Air Navigations (AVN159)
· Data Recognition Limited Coverage Extension (AVN160)
· Supplementary Payments (AVN161)
· Medical and Related Expenses (AVN162)
· Trespassers Costs (AVN163)
· Extended Coverage Endorsement (Aviation Liabilities) (AVN164)
· Extended Coverage Endorsement (Unmanned Aircraft All Risks) (AVN165)
· Cargo Liability Endorsement (AVN166)

The AICG has prepared a template Insurance Product Information Document (IPID), a standardised summary of the policy’s benefits and exclusions to support consumers, which has been published alongside AVN157. 

This wording and endorsements have been subject to market consultation and the comments received considered by the AICG in detail. Therefore, the AICG Chair has now agreed that AVN157 - AVN166 be published. The finalised wording and endorsements will be attached separately to the e-mail publishing this letter. They will also shortly be uploaded to the 31TUAICG websiteU31T. We would like to reiterate our thanks to those that have responded to the consultation.
As with all model AVN/AVS clauses and wordings, use of AVN157 - AVN166 is not mandatory and practitioners should consider use in accordance with their individual circumstances and take professional advice where they deem necessary.
